Brandywine

The most common heirloom. Many fruits exceed 1 pound. Known for its
distinctive spicy flavor.

Rose

Very rare heirloom. Large fruit ideal for summer sandwiches. Out yields
Brandywine with distinct flavor.
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Green Zebra

A tangy 3 to 4 ounce salad tomato. Best used when yellow blush accents
the green stripe.

Great White

The best of the white heirloom tomatoes. Very meaty with few seeds. Mild
non-acid taste.

Pruden’s Purple

Called the “early Brandywine”. Dark pink in color with many fruits over 1
pound each.
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German Striped

Yellow and red striping with a delightful marbled interior. Also quite rare.
Heavy producer.

San Marzano — Sauce Tomato

The premier pear-shaped sauce tomato. Used by world famous pizza
chef’s.

Grape Tomato - Sweet olive

One of the sweetest ever.
